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C

urrent DSAMS Production Release (Release 6.08) – The application continues to run smoothly.  Development work for Release 6.09 is ending and testing has started with Analyst Test, followed by PMO Test and concluding with the User Review, 21–25 July at DSADC.  Deployment will occur in August 2003.  

Analysis and Design has started for Release 6.10 with deployment scheduled for December 2003.  

The Production release schedule beyond 6.10 is dependent on activities related to testing and deployment of the Training Module.  [POC: Chester Freedenthal, DSN 329-3745]

T

raining Module (Releases 7 and 8) –  Release 8.01 is on schedule for completion of coding/unit testing on 31 July.  In addition, we are in the process of finalizing the schedule of Release 8.02, which is expected to be the deployable release.  System testing on Release 8.01 will commence in August.  

Thanks to all who’ve been working on proposed requirement deferrals.  We now have agreement from the Services on all but one of the proposed deferrals so far.  Some requirements were satisfied through alternate methods, others solved by explaining our methodology, and some were deleted or deferred through compromise with the Training Field activities.  We endeavor to provide the best product possible without extending implementation.

Representatives from the Training community met with DSCA Comptroller and DoD’s Special Operations and Low-Intensity Conflict (SO/LIC) office representatives to discuss handling of Counter Terrorism Fellowship (CTF) Program training in DSAMS and other systems.  While all agree the CTF operational functionality such as planning, scheduling, and quota management of students must be in DSAMS, it is as yet unclear whether CTF financial functionality should also be handled in DSAMS or through interfaces to other systems.  

During the May-June timeframe, users from each Service spent several days at DSADC where DSADC analysts presented an overview of the functionality within scope for this review, answered questions and recorded issues raised by the users.  Time was allotted for hands-on use of the application.  Areas reviewed included creation and maintenance of Training Activities (for example, Schoolhouses and EXAs), creation and maintenance of Training Items (TMASLs) and reference pricing of TMASLs.  Overall assessment of this experience by the visitors was favorable.  All issues raised by the users will be documented.

Developers also traveled to Security Assistance Training Management Organization (SATMO), Ft Bragg, NC, to discuss Team training requirements and the future interface between SATMO’s team management system and DSAMS.  [POCs: Paul Porter, DSN 664-6578 and Pam Smith, DSN 329-4464]

P

lanning Case Taskers - Having difficulties retrieving your planning case tasker?  Unlike Document Type "C" (normal case), where you can have only one basic case version with the same case identifier, Document Type "P" (planning case) can have multiple cases with the same case identifier.  This allows you to prepare variations of the same planning document for presentation to the customer.  In order to uniquely identify each of these planning cases, a number is assigned to the basic version (even if there is only 1).  This makes retrieving planning case data a bit different than normal cases.  To query a planning case tasker, take the following steps:
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Step 1 in retrieving your Planning Case tasker is to enter "P"' as the Document Type.  

Next, go the right side of the Filter Task window and enter the Case Identifier.  When you tab out of the Case Identifier field, a "B"' will be populated in the Case Version field.

Planning Cases, as mentioned above, are versioned and there can be more than one version with the same Case Identifier.  The final step is to click on the drop down arrow highlighted above.  
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Click on the desired version and then click OK.

SAMS User Training Team Activity -  In June the training team conducted the first DSAMS 102 course at AMCOM that has expanded coverage of Payment Schedule construction.  The course now includes a half-day exercise on construction of Payment Schedules using Line Level Financial Forecasts, as well as construction of a Customer Supplied Schedule.  The team also conducted a revised DSAMS 101 class for new DSADC personnel during the week of 16 June and a DSAMS 101 class for the Implementing Agencies the week of 23 June.  The next DSAMS 101 class is planned for September 8-12 at DSADC.  [POC: Nels Berdahl, DSN 430-9041]

C

ase Execution Management Information System (CEMIS) - The CEMIS Systems Team is continuing to meet on a monthly basis in support of the CEMIS requirements development effort.  Discussions in the May and June meetings centered on the continuation of the Satellite Systems Survey that was begun under DSAMS in Calendar Year 2000 to document those stand-alone systems outside the "core" legacy systems (CISIL, MISIL, SAMIS and CMCS) that are used to perform day-to-day business functions that may need to be included in CEMIS and DSAMS.  Each MILDEP/ Agency will conduct their own Satellite Systems Surveys for their Service, and document the results in a standardized format.        

The team also completed a review of the current capabilities for CMCS in the CEMIS Operational Requirements Document (ORD) and re-wrote the ORD security requirements.  [POC: Tom Sippel, DSN 430-9295]

efense Logistics Management Standards (DLMS) Supply Process Review Committee (SPRC) – The most recent  SPRC meeting was held at DLA Headquarters, Ft. Belvoir, VA on 23-24 June.  Representatives from DSCA attended on behalf of the Security Assistance community.  The following issues, which may have an impact on Security Assistance (SA) business, were among the topics discussed:

Proposed DLMS Change (PDC) 104, Clarification of Supply Status BK.  Last year, several new edits to the Required Delivery Date and Priority Designator fields of requisitions sent to the supply source were incorporated into the Defense Automatic Addressing System Center (DAASC) processing.  Since legacy systems could not be modified to accept new status codes, the definition of status code BK was expanded to identify multiple conditions.  The status code, however, cannot identify which element of the original requisition was modified by the DAASC.  This proposed change would include additional information in record positions that are currently blank on the AE9 transaction from the DAASC, in order to identify the reason for the DAASC change to the requisition.

Fill or Kill Advice Codes 2J, 2C, 2T.  When these advice codes (and combination advice codes 21, 31 and 33) were introduced, material was either stocked or “bought on demand” with a new purchase request for each requisition.  These “buy on demand” type contracts were for low demand items.  Today, there are often long term contracts for Direct Vendor Delivery (DVD) of high demand items.  The SPRC discussed how a requisition with one of these advice codes should be treated when it is for an item supported by a long term DVD contract.  They recommended forwarding the order for procurement if the delivery terms of the contract are within time standards required for delivery of the material.

Notification of Billing Price Determinations or Changes.  For some local purchase or centrally managed non-stocked items, the catalog price is an estimated price or a zero.  The actual billing price is based on the contract price plus cost recovery factors.  Recently, DLA filled several orders where the actual billing price was up to 1000% of the original estimate, but the customer was not notified of the increase prior to billing.  The SPRC is attempting to determine an automated method to advise the customer of the anticipated billing price in a situation like this so that he will have the opportunity to cancel the order before it is placed on contract.      

The next SPRC meeting will be held in October 2003.  DSCA representatives will continue to maintain a presence on this committee for the SA community.  [POC: Sharon Epstein, DSN 430-9091]
